For the year ending June 30, 2017, the Music Parents Association subsidized the music program at Sturgeon Heights in the following ways:

MUSIC PROGRAM

· $380.00 was spent to purchase eight student season tickets to the Winnipeg Jazz Orchestra.

· Bursaries totaling $900.00 were presented to three students for summer music camps.

· Scholarship of $1,000.00 was awarded to 1 student for Post Secondary Music Study (payment upon completion of term 1 with proof of registration for term 2)
· $473.00 was spent on Viva Cuba-rama hosted by Folklorama. 

· $2,739.39 was spent on instruments to be donated during the Cuba trip.

CONCERTS

· Admissions and silver collection at the spring jazz convert was $759.75.  $2,186.63 was spent to rent the auditorium at the WAG for the jazz concert.  Collections at the winter jazz band concert this year will be used to offset shortfall from the spring jazz concert.

· Silver collection at the winter band concert was donated to Sam's Christmas.  

Silver collection at the spring band concert was $346.56.  Half of this silver collection was donated to Welcome Place.  

BIG BAND DANCE

· Revenue earned at the 2017 Big Band Dance was $7,109.50.  Expenses incurred totaled $3,660.38.  The net profit was $3,449.12.
