President’s Report (Dennis Rondeau):
· Signing Authority – Greg  Copper has obtained signing authority
· Clarification on Bursary Process – Question was forwarded regarding the process for bursary application and if it is appropriate to request a bursary for assisting to fund a student participating in an auditioned Choir outside of school/division.  Traditionally, SHMPA has supported Music Camp registration fees and university costs.  Given this student is looking to further his music experience via another venue, it was felt this would be an appropriate request for consideration.  The student would need to write a letter of application to SHMPA explaining what the Choir is and how it is of benefit to the student.  The application is due April 30, 2018.
Big Band Dance (Barb Engel):
· To date, 153 tickets have been sold with sales of $3295.  The balance owing including gratuity is $2827.43 less $400 for pop (using Pepsi donation) and potentially less, depending on incidentals (e.g. amounts of coffee consumption).
· Bar Tender – Clause in contract that if bar sales are less then $400 there is a fee for bartender.

· Sound & Lights –Joel Green requires a layout of the venue to plan where best to place lights and sound board.  Dennis Rondeau and Rick can assist with set up/operating.

· Auction Prizes – 5 great prize packages are being put together by the committee on Thursday evening from donations received and purchased from monetary donations.  The committee will not need to spend any further money as passed by prior motion from last meeting for prizes.
