Music Director’s Reports (Kathy Byrne, Amanda Stegmaier):
Kathy reported:

· 2 students have been accepted to the U of M Faculty of Music – Classical - for next year (Caleb Rondeau for Voice and Brandan Henry to choose between Voice and Flute); 1 student has applied to U of M Faculty of Music – Jazz – for next year and awaits acceptance (Joyce German).  Following discussion, SHMPA will look at 3 bursaries – amount to be decided at a future meeting, as well as money for summer camps (pending student applications received).
· Kathy will price out clinician funding/request for the remainder of the year to be discussed for approval at a future meeting

· Jazz Concert at WAG – Pizza Lunch Fundraisers were discussed as an idea to bring in more money to cover costs of this venue.  Will explore 1 in April (? April 10) and 1 in June (once the cafeteria closes before exams - ? June 13). 
Action:  Once we have costs of clinicians, SHMPA Executive to approve monies to be designated for bursaries/camps. Heather will coordinate Pizza Lunch dates with the School Office and arrange running these lunches.  Kathy will enlist students to help sell pizza at lunch, once dates are confirmed.

Discussion: Greg submitted the letter (as circulated to all to review following last meeting) to CSHC Administration recognizing the achievements of Kathy and the Bands and Avonlea and the Choirs.  Greg will send ‘cc’ to the School Board and Jackie Gagne.  In follow up to the trophy case comment, a shelf by the front entrance of the school to show case recent awards would be ideal, along with a large trophy case in the music wing hallway to display prior years of awards/trophies.
